About Noise Singapore
Organised by the National Arts Council, Noise Singapore is a unique venue-less media festival for youths. Tapping on the pervasive presence and use of technological communication channels by youths (e.g. Internet, radio, television, print, mobile phones etc), Noise Singapore is a fun and accessible platform for youths to present their creative works to an expanded audience. It engages youths and encourages them to go beyond being passive arts audiences. 

Public response to the inaugural Noise Singapore in 2005 was very positive. More than 3,500 original submissions from over 1,000 participants aged 25 and below were received. All kinds of works from scripts, literary writings, art, music compositions, films, drawings and designs were showcased to the public on a variety of media channels for free. Media partners included broadcast channels Arts Central and MTV, publications such as Lianhe Zaobao, i-weekly, IdN magazine and LIME magazine, radio stations such as Perfect 10 and other media channels such as advertising displays in downtown underpasses, GameAxis and Soundbuzz.com.
